One day in 2014, 13-year-old Shubham Benerjee asked his parents,
“How do blind people read?” His parents answered, “Google it.” This
simple conversation was the beginning of a great invention.

Shubham googled and found out about Braille. Braille is a system of

reading and writing for blind people. It has dots in

patterns; each letter and each number has its own pattern. Through
the use of Braille, Braille users can read books and computer screens.
They can also type Braille and print out the letters. But Shubham was
shocked when he learned the price of a Braille printer. He thought it
was too expensive for most blind people. So he invented his own
Braille printer with Lego and named it Braigo. Braigo is a combination
of the words “Braille” and “Lego.” Now, Braigo is the world’s cheapest

Braille printer.

They
are called Paternoster elevators.

@ Paternoster elevators were invented
in England in the mid-19"century. @ They work a bit like a Ferris wheel.
® The London Eye is a big Ferris wheel in England. @ They go round
and round in a loop in one direction and never stop turning. ® And
they don’t have any doors. People have to step on or off at their floor.
How is that possible? The reason is that Paternosters move only 30
centimeters per second. Paternosters were popular throughout the
first half of the 20" century. The reason is that they could carry more
passengers than ordinary elevators.

Nowadays, only about 300 Paternosters remain in the world, and

most of them are in Germany.
