Not everything you
see is real,” say 3D pavement artists. ® They are modern-day artists who
draw 3D objects on the pavement. People enjoy their works as if @ they s
were real.

3D pavement artists have unusual work procedures. @ They make the
first draft on the computer. Then, they choose the exact point to drawon &
the pavement. The point should be clean, dry, and not too rough or soft.
Once @they find a place to draw on, they sketch an outline of their object.
Then, they begin to color their sketches with waterproof chalk and paint. -
Finally, they complete their 3D art.

The above table shows the results of a survey conducted in Korea in
2014. The survey asked middle school students about their ideal job in the
future. The most remarkable result is that teacher was the most popular

job for (A) boys (B) girls. The percentage of

girls who wanted to be teachers was about twice as high as that of boys.
Apart from teacher, doctor, police officer, and cook were among the top
5 jobs for both boys and girls. However, entertainer was only among the
top 5 jobs for girls. Similarly, athlete was only for boys. This table does
not show if boys and girls favored similar jobs outside the top 5. However,

there at least seems to be a clear similarity among the top 5 jobs.
